1.   In verse 12 Paul expresses his love for the Philippians and then follows 
 that up with some incredibly challenging words. Think about a time  
 someone challenged or corrected you. What made it easier or harder  
 to receive the correction?  

 
2.   What does verse 13 teach us about the relationship between our  

 effort and God’s power?  
 

3.   Grumbling as internal dissatisfaction. What do you find yourself  
 grumbling about most these days? (circumstances, people,  
 responsibilities, all the above plus some!!!)  

 
 

4. Verse 15 says we “shine as lights in the world.” How does a lack of 
complaining make Christians stand out?  
 

5. What was the most “impactful moment” for you at FCC this week? 
(examples: during corporate worship, gathering with the family, a 
connection with the Spirit during the message, etc.)  
 
 

PRAY. Paul says, “rejoice with me” in verse 18 and he was the one in prison. 
Paul wanted his joy to spread to others. Briefly share one thing you are joy-
ful about so that others can enter your experience of joy by praying for you.  
 
 

ACT.  What is one specific situation this week where ‘not grumbling or dis-
puting’ will be the hardest? Identify three things that you are grateful to 
God for so that when that situation arises your grumbling can turn to  
gladness?
