How does that 
apply to our progress in our walk with Christ?  

 
3. Paul warns that our past can keep believers from pressing forward. He 

says “forgetting what lies behind and straining forward to what lies 
ahead.” Which tendency do you relate to more: minimizing your past? 
Allowing your past to define you? Or bringing your past under God’s 
redeeming authority so you can learn from it? 

 
 

4. What does it practically look like to “listen to Christ’s upward call” 
instead of letting your past define you?  

 
 

5. Who are the people currently shaping you most? Are they helping  
you become more Christlike? How are you helping others be more 
Christlike?  

 
 

PRAY. Spend time praying for endurance in pressing on, for freedom from 
past burden, for deeper Christian community and for a greater longing for 
Christ’s return.  
 
 

ACT.   We don’t know when Christ will return, but let’s say He comes back 
on Tuesday at 2pm. What would you want Him to find you doing right 
then? Consider doing it. And who would you want to tell that He is coming?
